
Sayyid Al-Hakeem Affirms Expertise Exchange, Cooperation Enhancement with
Italy

His Eminence Sayyid Al-Hakeem, Head of the National State Powers’ Alliance, held a meeting on

Thursday evening, 29 January 2026, with His Excellency the Ambassador of the Republic of Italy

to Iraq, Niccolò Fontana, where they discussed Iraq–Italy relations and practical ways to

enhance cooperation between Baghdad and Rome in line with the shared interests of both nations

and their peoples.
